How to do it:

2. Give each player a different marker.

a. Heads means move forward one space.

b. Tails means move forward two spaces.
Players should follow directions written on specific spaces.
The player that lands on the Vesta space first is a winner. The player that
lands on the Ceres space first is another winner!
